Marie Tribe of Chippewa Indians Board of
Directors authorizes its’ Chairperson, Darwin “Joe” McCoy to execute all documents related to
the releasc of Miller Canfield from liability and claims related to the 7+2 litigation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, this agreement shall not release any other parties from the 7+2
litigation.

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the $1,000,000 received from Miller Canfield shall be
immediately added to the Tribe’s land claims funds as additional principal.
